Candidates must be majoring in the following or C4l-
related fields of electrical, aerospace, systems or computer engineering, computer engineering technology,
computer network systems, information systems, security computer information systems, information systems
management, technology management, electronics, engineering technology, computer science, physics,
mathematics or science, or mathematics education. Majors directly related to the support of U.S. intelligence or
national security enterprises with relevance to the mission of AFCEA will also be eligible. Primary factors
considered in the selection process are demonstrated academic excellence, leadership and financial need.

"AFCEA is proud to support disabled veterans and increase the number of students graduating in the hard
science and technical fields with this new scholarship," comments Kent Schneider, President and CEO. "We
are honored to partner with Microsoft employees supported by Microsoft Corporation to provide these much-
needed scholarships, and we encourage other corporations to fund educational opportunities for our veterans."
