After taking some time off to open his own MMA academy, Miletich Fighting Systems Houston, Hoger looks to
return to Mixed Martial Arts in a big way by making his presence known in the World Championship Fighting
organizations heavyweight division. "I can't wait to get back in the ring! Its been a long time so I just want to get
back out there and show everyone what I can do." Regarding his upcoming fight Hoger said, "I'm excited about
fighting for World Championship Fighting! They're one of the biggest shows on the East Coast. I'm not looking
past my opponent [Braden Bice], but I plan on making big waves in the MMA world again and this will be my
first step."
