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Local Student Nigar Shaikh Receives Claes Nobel Academic Scholarship

Lawrence, N.Y./EWORLDWIRE/December 18, 2002 --- Nigar Shaikh, Lawrence High School student of
Lawrence, New York, has been selected to receive one of two $5,000 Claes Nobel Academic Scholarships
awarded by The National Society of High School Scholars.

More than a century later, these internationally
renowned awards continue to distinguish scientists, authors, and leaders in a world forum.
